writing assignment # 11, 3 pp. (or equivalent) "de-classifying" your writing for this class, going beyond the weekly 3-pp. papers you've been writing for Jody and Anne. What would you like to say to the whole Bryn Mawr community -- or to the whole world?? -- about issues of class and education? What new format might you play with, to say these things? (Marian's zine may have given you some ideas....)
	To the Bryn Mawr community:
	You all are so lucky to be here, whether on scholarship or on trust fund or simply on a college fund. This truly is a place that will take care of you, (within reason), this college is a place of acceptance for all who ask. There does however exist a class divide between those who are super rich and those who are on financial aid. Perhaps it is not acknowledged even by those who have it that they have the power associated with class. They can afford to purchase those new editions of textbooks, they can afford to spend more time analyzing reading, they can afford to spend more time analyzing a reading and less time working.
	I’m sure we all have those friends, those friends who love to complain how poor they are. We in the Bryn Mawr community love to pretend that we have no money because our honor code (social) dictates that we do not discuss our class, our grades or our financial situation. While this may work in the Bryn Mawr community, there are downfalls to this policy in the real world- where people are not always nice, where people feel free to mention how wealthy they are at all situations.
	The Bryn Mawr Bubble truly does exist and it is so strange for someone coming from a very harsh public high school where people hung out according to what borough they lived in. The Bryn Mawr Education is strange coming from someone whose high school education consisted of lectures and busywork not discussion and interpretation.  I’m not disparaging this sort of education as it shaped me into the science major capable of memorization and scientific writing but perhaps after a few more discussion classes I can get accustomed to the format of classes and improve my analysis skills.
	It is not likely that I will major in the humanities but I intend to do what I can to take advantage of what I can at Bryn Mawr. The Bryn Mawr Bubble is amazing in that the alumnae network, the deans, and the CDO can be immensely helpful in getting jobs, internships, and volunteer gigs. Class presents itself in the kind of internships and jobs people can get. Well off women can afford to take the unpaid internships with better long term results. If I may differentiate long term results versus short term results, long term results are nicknamed “resume builders”- internships that are going to make interviewers raise their eyebrows (because they’re so impressed). Short term results are simply “resume fillers”- internships that simply teach versus teaching and carrying weight with people.
	Our education influences what internships we can get. As sad as it is, the reputation of the school you attend reflects what kind of internship you can get. A college freshman at a small town community college, for example Raritan Valley Community College versus a freshman at Bryn Mawr College have totally different oppurtunities. In Raritan Valley, my hometown, a big opportunity is working in Somerville, a 35 minute ride away. At Bryn Mawr, a big opportunity is working an internship with a major company in Philadelphia.
	Class determines what kind of college you attend and we as mawrters are lucky enough to attend a private, liberal arts, all women’s college that accepts nearly everyone. The Bryn Mawr Bubble protects us from the world’s judgement of our supposed wealth and the world’s resentment of our fortune at being able to take on (some of us) unpaid but potentially lucrative internships. The Bryn Mawr Bubble and all the amenities that we are lucky enough to receive like fantastic holiday dinners and a wonderful gym facility is paid for by our class and the subsequent savings from our parent(s) middle class jobs. Those of us who are here on scholarship or with the POSSE program, join us. You inspire us to search out those vague scholarships that we have seemingly no chance of winning. You inspire us to not be afraid to admit we need financial help (and personal help) finding internship and keeping those that don’t pay well (most of them).
