I. open by talking about the play, focusing on the plot:
what do we think about the potential relationship between Caroline and Lank?
what do we think about Shel’s behavior: 
is she really taking care of herself or Lank?
which character do you see yourself as?
what would you have done, if you were in this situation?

II. act out a scene that the group selects
--and then act out a scene that is not written, but that we are told about

III. discuss what happens after the play ends:
where does Caroline go? what do we think happens to her afterwards? 
what will happen when Chelle’s son comes home?
what will the next scene be, if the play continues…?
what are we not seeing?
[bookmark: _GoBack]how would you like to change the story…?

IV. If we wrote a play of our own: what would it be about?
Start to do some play-writing now, writing about 
people, places, decisions in your own life that the play connects with
(or another scene that you think you can make vivid).
Think about setting (do you want to put it, like this play,
in a room w/ no windows…?) 

V. Writing homework: flesh out this “scene,” make it 3 pp. long.

V. Reading homework: A Thousand Splendid Suns, to p. 155.
Introduce the book by practicing the same strategy as last week:
“reading an image”: what do you see on the cover?
What does it imply, about what might be happening inside?
What do you imagine, just from the picture, that the book will be about?
Carmen will bring in a map of Afghanistan, to further set the context,
and ask similar questions as everyone looks @ the map:
what does it tell us about the setting of the novel?
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
