Some possible subjects for proposals:  all periods of British/American/Anglophone literature, world literatures in translation, popular culture and media, applied literary theory, gender studies, literature and the environment, close readings of challenging texts, language and linguistics, diaries and letters as literature, autobiography, ethnographic studies, post-colonial studies, writing in the humanities or social sciences, business and technical writing, teaching or tutoring of writing, writing for the internet, performances and readings of literature.  

All papers will be presented orally by the authors in panels on common themes.  Papers might be as short as 5-7 minutes or as long as 20; they might be proposed in panels of three or more or submitted by individuals.  Poetry, fiction, drama, and creative prose should take 5-8 minutes or less to read; performances by groups might be of more open length but probably under 30 minutes.  We are also open to creative anomalies!   For all papers, please send either completed texts or abstracts of 100-200 words.  For the poetry workshop, send a brief portfolio of poems, and for reading of creative work either texts or excerpts.  

Registration fee $20, meals provided.  Students graduating in December 2005 are welcome to apply.
